 FINISH SCHEDULE
1. 
2. Raise grain three times using distilled water, sand with 220-grit sandpaper between each raising.

3. Apply one coat of water based dye to all cherry parts.

4. After dye dries over night spray first coat of sanding sealer.

5. Let sanding sealer dry for one hour; sand with 320-grit sandpaper.

6. Apply second coat of sanding sealer let dry overnight.

7. Sand sealer coat with 400 grit sandpaper.

8. Spray first coat of lacquer let dry for one hour sand with 600-grit sandpaper.

9. Spray second coat of lacquer let dry over night.

10. Sand lacquer with 600-grit sandpaper.

11. Spray third coat of lacquer let dry over night.

12. Sand lacquer with 600-grit sandpaper.

13. Spray fourth coat of lacquer let dry over night.

14. Sand lacquer with 600-grit sandpaper.

15. Rub out last coat of lacquer with pumice.
