EDUCATIONAL GOALS AND PROJECT OVERVIEW

I hope to improve my general woodworking skills, and focus on the quality and speed at which I work. In calculating my labor estimates I kept this goal in mind. This piece will also give me an opportunity to try veneer work. I will be spraying lacquer for the first time.

The project is a nightstand. The piece will be made of cherry with secondary wood being poplar. The drawer fronts and door panels will be veneered using curly cherry veneer. The project will have two drawers and two doors. Drawer construction will be half blind dovetails on the drawer front and through dovetails on the drawer back. The drawer bottom will be solid wood. The doors will have mortise and tenon construction, and solid wood panels. The finish will be a water-based dye (antique cherry) with a sprayed lacquer topcoat.
